Miscellaneous:

New Check policy

All checks for Council or District events and popcorn must now be made to MVCBSA.
This will include all campouts, resident camps, popcorn sales, Klondike, etc. All
checks made for these events to the pack will be returned for proper payment.

Any checks the pack collects that are returned by the bank will have a $20 returned
check fee. The payee will be notified either in person, phone or email that the check
has been returned. If the pack is unable to reach the person or payment hasn’t been
received in two weeks then the scout’s account will be frozen and a certified letter
will go out. If there is still no response then a second letter will be sent notifying the
payee that the matter has been turned over to the WC police Dept.

If the Pack receives two checks from the same person that are returned then they
will be put on a cash only payment from that time on.

In addition to this policy we will be implementing a new one regarding the prompt
payment of fundraiser money. Scout account percentages will be lowered if
payment is not received on time.

In both cases all prizes will be held until full a payment is made.

The committee thanks all adults with their cooperation in this matter.



Cubmaster Minutes

A couple times a year we ask for parents and the boys to help those who are less
fortunate, those who protect us and those who have lived long lives. During our Blue
and Gold banquet, we will be asking for help making sure that our Wright Brothers
District has the money to provide a place to camp, a program for the boys and
money to provide camperships for Daycamp and Resident camps. Many of you don’t
know that our District receives nothing from the sale of popcorn. The units, council,
and National receive all the profits. The district on average spends about $110 per
boy. This amount covers the upkeep of Woodland Trails and Cricket holler and their
rangers’ pay and benefits. It also covers the salary and benefits for our District
Executive (DE). Our DE, Marilyn, has the largest district in our council to handle. Our
District is twice as large as any other district and in some case 4 times. One other
major component is that our district covers is camperships. Many boys each year
are unable to cover the full cost of going to camp. The district and council provide
money so no one is turned away from a chance to attend one of the best camps in
the nation (our Cub Resident camp at Woodland Trails was named #1 in2006.)

Now you ask how you can help. At the beginning of our Blue and Gold Banquet we
will have a representative from the District come to explain the Friends Of Scouting
campaign. This campaign is done throughout the district (and districts all over the
nation) to help cover all the expenses listed above. They will be asking for
donations. You do not have to have the money at that time. You can use a credit card
and ask for it to be billed at some other time in the year. You can also make
payments. Those who give a specific amount (last year was $110) will receive a
special Council strip that your son (or yourself if you are a leader) to wear. If you are
affiliated with certain businesses (a list will be provided) that match funds then
please mark that on your envelope at that time. You may even work for a
corporation that is willing to make a donation separate from yours. Please consider
this over the next month. The boy you help may be one of our own!
